ACEA FOR LA GIRANDOLA 2019

This year too, the ACEA Group is renewing its support for La Girandola, the
traditional fireworks show staged in Rome on the evening of 29 June to
celebrate the festival of the city’s patron saints, St Peter and St Paul. The
event, now in its 13th edition, is conceived by artistic director Giuseppe Passeri
and staged by the IX Invicta & Co. Group.

The firework display, which will last approximately 25 minutes, will be clearly
visible from the Pincio Terrace and from Piazza del Popolo, both already
buzzing from sunset onwards with a bill of events that also includes a
performance of the Fanfare by the Carabinieri Armed Service.
